The first airplane to arrive in Norwvay House came in
summer of 1920 or 1921. However, planes only arrived
occasionally during the 1920's. Airplanes were not
available for transportation, so the dog teams and canoe
brigades continued to be the prime mode of transporting

goods.




TAXI -

In 1961, bombardiers were used as taxis in Norway
House. There were four taxi companies serving approximately
2000 people. The hombardier could reach a top speed of 25

miles an hour (approximately 40 kph). The cost to ride in a

bombardier was approximately S0 cents a mile.
